The EMT-Basic and the EMT-Intermediate may administer atropine and pralidoxime chloride
that is pre-measured in an auto-injector. The EMT-Paramedic may also use this device according
to the EMS Scope of Practice adopted by the Commission on February 13, 2008.

Skills identified may be performed by an emergency medical service professional at the
level of certification only if the professional has successfully completed an education
program on the specified skill. This education program shall include training to perform
the skill on adults, children and infants as appropriate. The training must be approved by
a Louisiana licensed Physician and the professional must demonstrate successful
performance of the procedure as part of the educational program.

A certified Emergency Medical Technician-Basic may perform the skill while at the
scene of a medical or other emergency where voice contact is established with a
